Applicants will be evaluated and scholarships will be awarded based upon the following
criteria:

+ Applicants must be entering high school
+ Applicants must have trained at GWDC for at least one year
+ Applicants must be training at GWDC'’s ballet level 5 or higher

Recipient Expectations

+ Scholarship students are expected to uphold the highest standards of class etiquette.

+ Attendance should be maintained in all classes at at least 80%

+ A new application must be submitted and approved annually

+ Must maintain the full schedule for their level including ballet, modern, jazz and cross-training
classes

Process

+ Applications will be accepted two weeks prior to the beginning of the school year

+ Please complete the Application for Scholarship and submit it to the mai office in a sealed
envelope with the Dancer’s first and last name written on the outside

+ Applications will be evaluated by the School Director and the Associate Director for
determination

+ All applicants meeting the above criteria, and who have submitted a completed application
no later than the due date will be considered for the scholarship program

* Notification to recipients will be made via email

Additional Notes

+ The Scholarship will be applied to tuition for enroliment in the required classes

« The Scholarship does not cover the Registration Fees, Recital Fees, Performance
Participation Fees, Company Fees, Summer Dance Tuition or Masterclass Fees.

+ While summer dance tuition is not covered by the scholarship program, dancing during the
summer dance intensive for a minimum of three weeks is required.

+ Scholarship Applications will be kept confidential and will be kept on file in the Administration
Office.

Please Note: Applications will not be considered unless the required questions are
completed, the application has the appropriate signatures and is submitted by the deadline.
